Objective

To help students learn to verbally express what they visually see.  To utilize the Indiana State standards for Visual Literacy.  To properly use terminology associated with their artwork.  
1. To help students obtain skills to communicate an abstract idea.
2. To improve skills for lengthening their thoughts and ideas in a more complete way.
3. To learn from observation about them selves and their artwork they created, by rethinking about what they have learned and the project they have completed.  
Things to write about....

Below are ideas to get the thinking ball rolling.... (but certainly not limited to.)

· What do I like about my artwork?
· What do I dislike about it?
· Would I want to do this assignment again?  Why / Why not?
· What did I learn from this assignment? 
· How could I apply what I have learned later in life?
Procedures

1. Write a full page  Margin to margin discussing/ critiquing  your artwork.
2.  Make sure each line includes 6 words unless it is ending a paragraph.  If you skip lines be sure to make them up on the back for full points.
3. Include 10 of your vocabulary words from your sketchbook appropriately throughout the writing.  Don’t forget to underline or highlight them.  
4. Include first and last name, as well as period #.
5. Use writing across the curriculum standards.  Capitalize the beginning of a sentence and all proper nouns & use punctuation to end a sentence.  
· 2 points will be deducted for each line skipped, if it is not made up on the back.
· 2 point deduction for each vocabulary word not used.
· 5 point deduction if the vocabulary words are not underlined/highlighted.
· 10 point deduction for no name/ no full name.
· 1 point deduction for not capitalizing the start of a sentence or the lack of punctuation.
